From the Police Department... Fire Department Report
During the month of June the Police Department responded to 1841 calls
for police assistance.  A total of 80 vehicles were involved in reported
crashes.  The estimated amount of damage to these vehicles and
related property was $172,350.   A total of 148 Traffic Citations were
issued, 18 Misdemeanor, 9 Felony and 2 DUI Arrests were made.

Stormwater Runoff -
During rainstorms, water rushes over the
land carrying debris and dissolved nutrients
to natural or man-made waterways.  The
water and its contents are called stormwater
runoff.  Fertilizers and chemicals that we
add to our landscapes can be washed away
by rain, or excessive irrigation, into storm
drains, or percolates down through the soil
into the aquifer.  Oil and residue on roads,
driveways and parking areas also end up in
waterways through this route.  The water
from the storm drains flow into ponds,
rivers, lakes and bays, causing pollution
problems for the natural environment and
water quality.

Saving Water -
Report all significant water losses (broken
pipes, open hydrants, errant sprinklers,
etc.) to the property owner or local authori-
ties.  Report abandoned free-flowing wells
to the Northwest Florida Water Manage-
ment District.
